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New Name Reflects Our Divine Vision 

 
We are so excited about 
the name God has given 
us for our ministry. 

MALACHI  reflects the 
ministries the Father has 
led us into since we 
arrived in Kenya. 

MALACHI  came during 
a time of praying about a 
more fitting name for our 
ministry. During these first 
months in Kenya, the 
areas of Marriage, 
Leadership, and Children 
have drawn most of our 
attention. David began 
working with the letters to 
develop a fitting acronym.  
As he put the first letters 
together and began 
moving them around, he 

happened upon MLC. As 
he continued to pray, he 

saw MALACHI , who 
happens to be our latest 
grandchild and was born 
after we arrived in Kenya. 
David then began to look 
at the Book of Malachi to 
see if our ministry fit. 

Overall, the corruptness of 
the audience to whom 
Malachi wrote stood out. 
This is definitely a 
description that fits Kenya 
and Africa. We also 
discovered the following 
verses (among others) 
that spoke directly to what 
we are doing here: 

Malachi 1:6 A son honors 
his father. 

  
Malachi 2:2 If ye do not 
hear, and if ye do not lay it 
to heart, to give glory unto 
my name, says Jehovah 
of hosts, I will even send 
the curse among you, and 
I will curse your blessings.

Malachi 4:6 And he shall 
turn the heart of the 
fathers to the children, 
and the heart of the 
children to their fathers, 
lest I come and smite the 
earth with a curse.

   About a week ago, we 
received a call from 
Ronnie Matheny 
(cmlti.com ). We had met 
him several months ago 
and had fellowshipped 
with him and his wife 
Debbie. Janene and 
Jullianne helped them out 
with a leadership week. 
Ronnie asked David to 
meet with him. In the 
meeting, he offered an 
opportunity which we 
found very appealing, but 
told him we needed a few 
days to pray. We wanted 
confirmation about such a 
major change. Ronnie 
asked David to take 
operational control of a 

project of providing quality 
intensive education for 
Kenyan pastors - 
especially in the rural 
areas. Ronnie had been 
approached by Ron Hogue 
of Restoration Church in 
Euless, Texas and 
Founder of Nation's 
Training Institute 
(www.ntiministries.com). 
The two ministries would 
partner to bring the 
program initially to Kenya. 
This ministry would be 
David‟s initial focus. Along 
with it, as monies became 
available, David would 
spearhead the opening of 
resource centers in the 
rural areas that would 

provide computer access, 
books, etc. Long range, 
the ministry would like to 
establish a degree 
producing Ministry School 
at the retreat center so 
pastor/leaders could earn 
a degree at nominal cost.  
  We have strong 
confirmation that this is the 
direction God is moving 
us.  It provides enormous 
opportunities to train 
leaders and utilize David‟s 
administration skills. There 
is no other ministry in 
Kenya operating on this 
scale to educate AND 
provide resources for the 
pastors.

Developing Young Leaders in Rongo 

 

   After ministering in 
Mombasa for the week, it 
was time for our first time 
away just to relax and 
reflect on our first seven 
months on the field. We 
spent the week at a resort 
in the coastal town of 
Malindi about an hour 
north of Mombasa, Malindi 
has an Italian flavor as 
many Italians settled here 
during the colonial days. 
   Janene and Jullianne 
wrote about their time 
here, so this article will 
focus on David‟s time. 
David spent time running 
each day on the beach. 
Running is a great stress 

reliever for him and he 
needed the exercise and 
time alone to pray and 
hear God. He would then 
jump in the pool to swim 
and spend time enjoying 
the water with Jullianne. 
They would dive for coins, 
see how long they could 
hold their breath, and just 
have a great time 
bonding.  
  He also spent a lot of 
time reading which helps 
him to meditate and hear 
God‟s voice. 
  David met a man named 
James while in Malindi. 
He owns a shop selling 
Soapstone sculptures 

inside the resort. James 
was anxious to hear 
everything David would 
share on leadership. They 
spent about 6 hours over 
the course of the week. It 
was refreshing to help him 
and see his eagerness to 
learn. He and his family 
operate a school in his 
home village and he has 
big dreams to expand the 
ministry there. Pray for 
James as he seeks to 
make Christ the center of 
his life. He struggles in 
this area. We recently 
visited his family in 
Tabakak and they were a 
delight. 
   

   In the last newsletter, 
we wrote about a Youth 
Leadership Camp 
operated by William and 
Denise Aludo of Christian 
Mission for Learners. We 
had the opportunity to 
teach and serve in one of 
the camps in April.  
  The camps are held at 
Kanga Secondary School 
in Rongo, Kenya. We had 
40 young people attending 
this camp. The subjects 
covered were: Who is 
God, Jesus & Discipline, 
Jesus and Leadership, 
Relationships, Life 
Challenges and Who We 
are in Christ. Sprinkled 
throughout were outdoor 
activities, counseling, 
movies, and drama 
productions along with 
plenty of eating and a little 
bit of sleep. 
  We traveled to Rongo 
with two young people 
from the church in 

Kawangware and another 
missionary named 
Amanda. She is a nurse 
and helps in the camps on 
a regular basis. 
  About half way to Rongo, 
we had some car trouble, 
but God was gracious and 
we had all the tools 
needed to get back on the 
road again. 
  We were thrilled to see 
the development of many 
of the young people who 
had attended previous 
camps. Some of them 
shared testimonies and 
did some teaching. The 
teachings given are meant 
to help them develop their 
critical thinking. Schools in 
Kenya focus on rote 
teaching methods to pass 
the tests, so critical 
thinking is not something 
common among Kenyan 
young people. 
  Over the course of the 
week, there was a 

competition among the 
four groups in which they 
were divided. Each was to 
produce and share a 
drama about some topic 
covered during the week. 
The competition was 
fierce but friendly as they 
spent much time 
preparing. The topics 
covered were very mature 
to include drug use, family 
matters, unbiblical 
traditions, etc. It was eye-
opening to see what these 
young people had been 
exposed to and the 
approaches they had to 
these issues. 
  This was our second trip 
to the Rongo area and I 
believe God has more for 
us here in the future. They 
are planning a resource 
center for young people 
which will have computer 
access and books as well 
as classes related to their 
spiritual growth.

The leadership time was 

packed and the desire to 

learn more was evident as 

we fielded many 

questions and were 

flooded with invitations to 

return. 

The marriage seminar 

was well received. We 

have discovered a great 

need for marriage 

counseling and teaching 

in Africa. 

The evening meetings in 

the churches were the 

„icing on the cake‟. From 

the church in a very 

remote area to the city 

church in Mariakani, the 

love of God showed on 

the faces of the people. I 

recall one lady in her 70‟s 

who had walked 6 miles 

one way to join a crowd of 

500+ on Sunday morning. 

It made me wonder how 

many of us would have 

felt the meeting to be that 

worthwhile. She obviously 

had a passion for the Lord 

Jesus in her life. 

We will return to 
Mariakani sometime soon!

    A lot has happened 
since I wrote the last time. 
We went to Mombasa and 
Malindi, although I am 
sure mom or dad will tell 
you a lot about it. I will 
share my part.  
  While my parents were 
teaching in Mombasa, I 
stayed with the family that 
was housing us. The 
people were extremely 
nice and very good hosts. 
I enjoyed talking to them 
and getting to know them. 
The few times I went to 
the conference I enjoyed it 
very much. I met a girl my 
age. Her name is Huldah. 
She came over and 
watched a couple of 
movies with me.  
  After the conference was 
over we took a motel room 
by the beach. It was AIR- 
CONDITIONED! I sat in 
front of the air-conditioner 
for a long time. It was so 
nice!  
  I will tell you one thing 
that mom and dad 

probably won‟t tell you. 
Everywhere we went the 
toilet didn‟t work. I am not 
kidding you. Everywhere 
there was something 
wrong with the toilet.   
  We took a tour of down- 
town Mombasa and saw 
Ft. Jesus and some of the 
other things. We had a 
Muslim tour guide (80% of 
Mombasa is Muslim) and 
he took us to the market 
and through the clothes 
area of the market and we 
saw some of where the 
people lived I took lots of 
pictures which I am 
hoping to be able to put 
up on a website soon so 
you all can see. When dad 
returned from the U.S. he 
got a new computer and 
mom‟s computer is SOO 
much faster than the old 
one so I am able to put 
pictures up on Facebook 
but I want other people 
who don‟t have Facebook 
to be able to see them. 
  Malindi was GREAT. It 

was too hot but it was very 
nice! Dad and I went 
swimming in the mornings 
and then in the afternoons 
we stayed in the house 
and read and took naps. 
We tried not to be out in 
the sun a lot to prevent 
sunburns! 
  I was invited to help out 
at a conference center for 
a week with a group of 
teens from Ft. Worth, 
Texas. I helped out at the 
conference from 7 am to 
9:30 pm. I was up at 6:30 
and I didn‟t go to bed until 
after 10 (if I was lucky). 
Much of the time it was 
after 11 before I went to 
bed. I was glad I went. I 
had the best time meeting 
the teens from Texas, and 
also meeting everyone 
else. I am also hoping to 
be able to help out at the 
June, July and August 
Conferences, which will 
keep me very busy until I 
come home.

1200 Pastors Attend Leadership Training 

 

Life-Forming Coaching Training

Below is an article from a 
conference last month that 
Janene and Jullianne 
helped in. David will begin 
working with this ministry 
this week (see page 1)! 
The article is written by 
Ronnie and Debbie 
Matheny of the Clarence 
Matheny Leadership 
Training Institute. 
 
Where do we begin?  
 We had approximately 
1200 leaders from Kenya, 
Uganda, Tanzania and the 
Congo. It definitely 
stretched our abilities and 
totally destroyed our 
budget, ($1,200.00 of rice 
and $1,100 just for 
chicken) but the impact 
upon the church here was 
powerful.  
  Due to such a large 
number at one conference, 
we gave away all the 
Bibles we brought and had 
so many first timers until 
we may be challenged to 
have enough 
concordances for the June 
conference.  We put 
thousands of inspirational 
books in their hands along 

with thousands of pages of 
notes and thousands of 
messages on cassette 
tape. This does not include 
the hundreds of notebooks, 
pens, tootsie roll pops and 
bottles of water the pastors 
received at registration.  
  The speakers were 
wonderful with timely and 
anointed teachings. I wish 
you could have heard what 
1200 pastors sound like 
when they are singing and 
praising after a day full of 
receiving so much. We had 
a glimpse of what heaven 
is going to be like. 

More Miracles: 
We witnessed one blessing 
and miracle after another. 
The sea container with all 
the concordances and over 
17,000 Bibles and books 
got stuck in customs in 
Nairobi an extra day and 
then on the way to CMM 
could not climb a hill and 
was stuck on the road at 
an incline (18,000 tons 
does not move easily).  It 
was stuck 1,000 yards from 
our gate and we lost more 
valuable time.  Due to 

God‟s timing, a group of 
youth leaders from Texas 
spent the next day helping 
us.  On Friday prior to the 
conference starting on 
Monday, we were back on 
schedule.  

Even though we will not be 
able to host this many 
pastors again until our 
facilities can house and 
feed this number, it did 
show us the impact we will 
have once the center is 
completed. 

Many thanks and blessings 
to each of you that gave so 
sacrificially to the filling of 
the sea container and to 
those who have continued 
faithfully in the financial 
support of Mission 
Barnabas.  Without each of 
you these pastors and 
church leaders would not 
have the resources they 
need to pastor and lead 
effectively.
