    We conducted four-day 
leadership training for the 
pastors and leaders of a 
new work in Kapsabet in 
December. Also present 
were leaders from other 
local churches. The 
training centered on 
helping each person find 
God�s passion for each of 
their lives and how to live 
out their mission in life. 
After developing their 
personal visions, leaders 
are prepared to more 
powerfully develop the 
vision for the body of 
believers. 
  One leader commented, 
�I was very encouraged by 

your teaching. I know God 
joined us with reason, and 
I am interested in training 
ministers who have zeal to 
work for God and to have 
a place where men of God 
can come for a week, or 
so, and be trained.� 
   David also taught on 
Sunday at the church. 
    During the week, we 
took time to visit some 
local sites. We drove to an 
area called the Nandi Hills 
and climbed up to Nandi 
Rock which has wonderful 
views with the town of 
Kisumu and Lake Victoria 
on the horizon. We hope 
to revisit this location with 

our hiking boots on so we 
can climb to the top of the 
rock. 
    We also took another 
trip into the famous tea 
fields of the area. Here we 
saw tea and coffee 
plantations. They were so 
beautiful. The pastor of 
the church had grown tea 
in the past and showed us 
how tea was picked and 
told us about the 
processing. 
    We ate at an old 
English country club while 
in the Nandi Hills. It was 
built while Kenya was an 
English colony and it still 
operates a golf course. 
   

   An emerging direction 
for our ministry in Kenya is 
the development of 
leadership in the youth. 
Our experience has 
shown that the youth of 
Kenya have a keen desire 
to impact their nation. 
William and Denise are 
the couple whose wedding 
we recently attended. 
They have developed a 
leadership camp that has 
shown to be very 
successful at producing 
young people who desire 
to be effective leaders in 
their communities. 
    I am excited to be 
assisting in the next 
leadership camp 
scheduled for April. I 
envision the future 
opportunity to help them 
begin another camp in 
another region of Kenya. 
    Here is some of what 
William shares about the 
camp: �We planned the 

December camp to have 
an emphasis on �Christian 
Leadership�. This is 
because of the need to 
cultivate authentic 
Christian leadership 
qualities in the youth. This 
was a valuable change in 
the program for the 
students who had 
attended the previous 
CML camps. The last 3 
days had 4 sessions on 
leadership: Basic 
Leadership Qualities, The 
Heart of a Leader, Vision 
and Leadership and 
Decision Making & 
Leadership. We borrowed 
mostly from John 
Maxwell�s materials on 
Leadership. Elishah 
Otewa, a Form 4 graduate 
student of Kanyawanga 
Boys High School 
facilitated the session on 
Basic Leadership 
Qualities. We give such 
opportunities to students 

who have participated in 
previous CML Camps. 
With time we are able to 
observe the students and 
encourage them to 
exercise their emerging 
leadership qualities.� 
    The camps are making 
an impact. The cost for 
each young person to 
attend is $50 for the week. 
The student is asked to 
pay only $4 (which can be 
a challenge for them) and 
the rest is donated by 
sponsors. It costs 
approximately $2500 to 
have a week long camp. If 
you or someone you know 
is interesting in 
sponsoring a young 
person or an entire camp, 
please let me know.

  The week before 
Christmas, our church 
building was moved to a 
new location which proved 
to be both challenging and 
interesting. For several 
weeks we needed 
umbrellas, for we had no 
roof, and still have only 
half of one. The sun can 
get hot quickly in Kenya. 
One Sunday, we forgot the 
umbrella and had to get 
the sunscreen out of the 

car to protect our skin. 
  Then there was the 
Sunday, before the walls 
were finished, we had a 
friendly cow watching our 
praising. A big sow also 
decided to walk through 
the sanctuary where our 
stage will be. Personally, I 
rather enjoy only half a 
roof as the clouds, birds 
and planes are a nice 
distraction when the 
service is mostly Swahili. 
God creates some 
wonderful cloud 
formations. 
  In January, we started 
open air meetings every 
night for the whole month.

   I have started a kid’s 
church this month! We 
have quite a few kids and 
they get very restless 
during the adults’ church. I 
have just started, so we 
are still working on what to 
do. It keeps the kids 
entertained for at least an 
hour and a half until I 
release them to go back in 
to the church to sit quietly 
for the last 30 minutes or 
so, Anyway, I have run 
into a lot of problems 
doing this and Sunday 
school. The kids just 
DON’T listen to me or 
Mama Precious (Mama 
Precious is the Sunday 
School teacher and a very 
good friend of mine). I am 

constantly getting on to 
them which I hate. I want 
Sunday School to be 
something they look 
forward to and I also want 
that for kid’s church! I am 
also having problems with 
curriculum. We have to do 
this all with our creative 
minds, which I have, but I 
am not very good at using 
it! The kids don’t recall the 
stories we tell unless we 
really interact which is 
sometimes hard to do.  
    Another problem we are 
having is we have ages 3 
to 12 in one class room. 
We are really praying for 
more materials to finish 
the church and more 
materials to build more 
class room to divide the 
kids up into there own 
age. We are also praying 
for more teachers. I am 
with the kids though 
Sunday school and kids’ 
church and so is Mama 
Precious. So not only are 
the kids not getting the 

Word of God on their age 
levels; we also are not 
learning on our level! 
Please pray with us as we 
need more materials, 
curriculum and teachers.  
    I went to the school the 
other day to meet the new 
kids and help out, I felt 
bad for the kids who had 
to sit on sideways 
benches and use benches 
as tables! Some kids were 
having to share pencils 
and they where no bigger 
than my pinky! I saw the 
kids working hard on their 
school work despite the 
little they had. Our 3-4 
year olds were learning 
their ABC’s, but not all of 
them had notebooks so 
the teacher couldn’t give 
them homework. I know 
some of you are thinking 
‘these kids are so little for 
homework’ well they are 
little but a lot of them do 
there homework. They 
love being at school and 
they love learning.
