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Providing Quality Christian Education

You will hear that primary
education in Kenya is free
.. . However, the families
or guardians still have to
provide each child a desk
with chair, books, school
supplies, uniforms, and
cleaning supplies as well
as transportation to and
from school.

In addition, the public
schools in Nairobi are only
able to handle 10% of
school age children.
Therefore, the need is
great for a truly free
education, especially in
the extremely poor areas
where we are ministering.

A quality Christian
education is essential for
these children as they
seek to lead a life based
on Christian character.
This education will provide
the foundation for future
success and economic
growth of the area.

Most of the families or
guardians earn between
3000 5000 ksh per
month ($40 - $70) which is
barely adequate for room
and board in many cases.
Ever-Increasing Faith
International operates two
schools; one in Kibera and
one in Kawangware.

First, we divinely met a
man through a friend of
ours who has a ministry to
The Father s Children in
Kisumu. Charles Otieno
has a heart to see these
children experience a
family instead of being
boarded together. Ever-

what taking the first
approach can do. When
we can place these
children in a home they

not only receive care, but
they experience the love
of a family and are not
labeled orphans by the
community. We also have
the opportunity to help the
family with additional
income, training, and all
types of support. We can
do this at a lower cost
since we do not have to
provide shelter and
additional staff.

Another revelation was
how we could use this in-
road into the homes as a
way to train the parents in
how to parent in a way
that will lead the children
to love the Father. God
has shown us so much
about The Father s Love
through our home church.
Additionally, God is
teaching us how the
Father s love comes
through the power of the

Holy Spirit and is a
defining affirmation from
God that motivates us to
be His people. If we can
help the families
experience the Father in
greater ways, we will
impact the children
mightily and the children
are the hope for the future
of Kenya.

This presents two
challenges: 1) We need
volunteers dedicated to
make this happen.
